Many of us know the exact sin we have in our lives. Our single brothers and sisters may be dealing with the opposite sex and having difficulty in the area of fornication. That sin is tangible and most noticeable to us if we had to sit and take account of the sin in our lives. Then there is that sin which enters through the back door. It is not so tangible but of course identifiable. It could be seated in our hearts and emotions. The way we feel about another person. It could be envy, jealousy, and strife, issues we have not dealt with but however we still desire the Lord to move upon a pray we have lifted up unto him. 

Whatever the sin is whether it is tangible or intangible we must deal with it according to the word of God and as the word of God commands us; confess the sin, believe that God is faithful and just to forgive us our sins, and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness; First John 1:9. Saints the word of God says; when lust hath conceived, it bringeth forth sin: and sin, when it is finished, bringeth forth death; James 1:15. 
When lust those things we desire and fail to deal with according to the word of God is conceived it brings forth sin. Sin, not what is right and wrong according to the worlds view, but the biblical definition we have of sin is; "to miss the mark." The mark, in this case, is the standard of perfection established by God and evidenced by Jesus Christ. When sin is finished it brings forth a spiritual death. This spiritual death is what we have come to label in many incidences; depression, oppression, a sadness we can not explain. This spiritual death limits our ability to act and react as we should. Saints, it is time we dealt with the sin by asking God to help reveal those areas of our life that are not aligning with his word and purpose for our life.

“Spiritual Death”

We mentioned yesterday spiritual death; the death which happens when sin has conceived and had its work in our life. What is spiritual death? 

First death is separation. A physical death is the separation of the soul from the body. Spiritual death, which is of greater significance, is the separation of the soul from God. How can we be spiritually separated from God? When God told Adam that if he ate of the tree of good and evil he would die, he obviously was not talking about a physical death but a death that would separate God from him; Genesis 2:17. 
Adam and Eve lost the privilege of walking personally with God. When God visited Adam in the garden the word of God says that he walked and talked with him such as a friend would do today.  How awesome to have such an opportunity and blessed privilege. Adam and Eve due their disobedience lost something that Christ Jesus death, burial, and resurrection restored back to us today. Saints, sin causes us to hide from God and this should not be. When Adam heard the voice of God, they both, Adam and Eve, hid themselves from his presence amongst the trees; Genesis 3:8. How many times have we hid, ignored the voice of God because we were doing wrong in his sight? How many times have we been ashamed at hearing his word because it pricked us at the heart and challenged us to do what was right in his sight? 

When spiritual death, which takes place in our lives due to sin is conceived, it separates and causes us emotional strain, and psychologically turmoil.  I would ask and God would desire to know is the sin in your life, that person, situation, is it worth losing your intimacy with God?

“Emotional Strain”
