Adultery is an experience that it is very painful and shocking to go thru.  Is a situation that you think that you will never go thru until you are face to face with it.   It’s an overwhelming concept and difficult to move forward with and from.  Despite your situation, your broken heart, the betrayal and the fact that your relationship has been invaded by an unexpected and unwanted individual.  You have a choice!
My story with my husband began 7 years ago.  It was love at first kiss (for me at least).  We met at my previous work place.  I was working at the front desk and he walked in the school (where I worked) to sign up for classes.  We saw each other and I was intrigued by him.  Tall, slender, big smile and beautiful blue eyes.  I didn’t show it of course but I liked him right away.   He was charming, a smooth talker, funny and very full of himself.  Not an individual I would have considered dating. 

We did go out and all we did was talk.  He did much of the talking, about everything and anything.  I had wondered what I was doing with him. I realize that I liked him but didn’t know why.  We kissed and it was amazing. I had never kissed or been kissed like that before.  I fell for him then.
After that nothing did happen.  He quickly forgot about me.  I want to say that I was not his type (fast).  He never called me and a year quickly went by.  I did see him 3 times in the course of that year.  I was disgusted with myself and with him to have even liked him the way I did.

He rescued me. The LORD is nigh unto them that are of a broken heart; and saveth such as be of a contrite spirit.
