One night my husband asked a series of questions with a hint of anger and resentment in his voice. 
1. Why do some get a way with their madness and others who strive to do His will struggle so much?
2. Why doesn’t He do anything? 

3. What makes Him so great?

4. Where is God?  
Do you know something; I was unable to satisfactorily answer his genuinely heartfelt questions. 
He couldn’t get the straightforward answers he wanted to hear; and he wrestled with answers that might very well have been THE answer to his questions but which was not one he was willing to accept.  He was filled with anxiety, frustration, and discontentment.  All that uncertainty led to weariness, self pity, hopelessness and anger. With no clear direction, we waited.  We didn’t understand what was happening; we had no definitive answers, and had way too much idle time in our hands.   
My husband comes from a military background.  He truly wants to be a career military man; he wants the military to be a part of his personal tradition. He joined the National Guards and has gone about as far as his training will take him.   To that end, he is currently seeking to become a full time (active duty) member of the U.S. Army.  That being said, the Lord (in my opinion) seems to have closed that door – I don’t know if the door is closed for the moment or permanently.  However, I do believe … and this is just my opinion … that by giving his goal of becoming a part of the U.S. Army his full attention and spending much of his time anticipating his acceptance into the branch of the military the he lost an opportunity to try to broaden his horizons.  He neglected to search out other possible areas of growth that may well have been more in line with the direction the Lord may have wanted him (us) to proceed. 
Being turned own by the Army left him bitter, resentful, angry and asking a lot of whys?
Anger is an intense emotional state induced by displeasure.  The word ‘ANGER’ names the reaction but, in itself, conveys nothing about the intensity, justification or manifestation of the emotional state. My husband tried to hide his anger

What causes our anger?  From what part of our psyche does this emotion originate? Do we become angry simply because our desires are not met when we want them and how we want them? 

What do we accomplish when we blame others and or ‘circumstances’ for our letdown?  How do we react? 

What reasons or, more likely, excuses do we use to rationalize and justify the unsatisfactory outcome to ourselves, to our families, to our friends?  Do we allow our dilemma to determine our frame of mind, to color all our thoughts?  Why? 

I’m sure we have all asked “why” at some point in our lives … some people ask “why” all the time. Why does God allow bad and/or horrible things to happen in our lives?  Why must everything be a struggle?  Why can’t I have this job, this relationship, and/or these material items?  Why can’t I get what I want?  When I want? Bottom line! 

I’d be lying if I said I’ve never asked the infamous question, “Why?” 
My friends, the fact of the matter are, when the Lord answers our questions, He doesn’t generally give us an explanation.  He just doesn’t stand there and say, “Joe, you can’t have that promotion right now because I know you’ll become a real jerk if I let you move that far this fast.  It’s better if you mature a little bit more … maybe next year.”  Wouldn’t that be GREAT?  It sure would make our lives so much easier.  But it just doesn’t happen that way.  What God has does tell us to do …. constantly …is trust Him in all matters of our lives because He leads our way to a victory through Christ. 
Nahum 1:7
 The LORD is good, a strong hold in the day of trouble; and he knoweth them that trust in him.

   As for God, his way is perfect: the word of the LORD is tried: he is a buckler to all those that trust in him.

It’s okay to be angry.  God, after all, gave us that emotion … but do not act upon your anger. 
Ephesians 4:26
   Be ye angry, and sin not: let not the sun go down upon your wrath:

Our Lord sympathizes with my husband and me (and you, as well).  He is with us at all times.  
Hebrews 4:15 - Amplified

For we do not have a High Priest Who is unable to understand and sympathize and have a shared feeling with our weaknesses and infirmities and liability to the assaults of temptation, but One Who has been tempted in every respect as we are, yet without sinning.

He comforts us, provides hope in His Word, security in Him and peace beyond our understanding.  
Colossians 4:8 - Amplified 

I have sent him to you for this very purpose, that you may know how we are faring and that he may comfort and cheer and encourage your hearts.

He commands that we do not retaliate and behave like fools.

 I said unto the fools, Deal not foolishly: and to the wicked, Lift not up the horn:

He wants to hear from my husband, He wants to meet the two of us where we are so that He can be magnified through our lives.

The question I asked my husband in the midst of his questions was this, “Do we stand firm with the Lord or retaliate against him in times of trial and tribulation?”   I received no answer. 

Right now, we don’t know in which way our lives are headed but I do know that I’m not afraid, and that I am filled with hope (always), trust and love for my God because He is awesome, and able to make the impossible possible.  
My husband now serves the U.S. Army.
