When you find yourself in a situation that is out of your control your initial thought of praying is for your satisfaction.  

That is how I started out when I first heard the news that my husband was having a child by another woman.  

I prayed, prayed and prayed that this child was not his.   I didn’t want to deal with any of it; I wanted it all to go away.  Matthew 26:39 “[He] fell on his face, and prayed, saying, O my Father, if it be possible, let this cup pass from me: nevertheless not as I will, but as thou wilt.” I prayed that this woman was of poor character, prayed that she slept with many men just to have a reason to say “this child is not his.”  I was angry at the situation and very fearful of what was to come. 
I felt strongly that the two of them should not have anything to do with each other. But with a child on the way I knew it was going to be a challenge.  I didn’t want to share my husband; I’m selfish, stubborn and controlling.  I wanted to keep my husband for myself.  I am in constant need of God’s grace and mercy.  He continues to work in me.  I’m not where I’m supposed to be but I am not where I once was. Romans 5:3 “And not only so, but we glory in tribulations also: knowing that tribulation worketh patience.”  As I read God’s word I became less fearful and more at peace. 
In my situation I knew that the answers to my prayers were not going to be in my favor. He had a plan for me and still does; my way does not interfere with his. Proverbs 16:9 “A man's heart deviseth his way: but the LORD directeth his steps.”
He knows my future; he has everything planned out for me. Jeremiah 29:11 “For I know the thoughts that I think toward you, saith the LORD, thoughts of peace, and not of evil, to give you an expected end.” Isaiah 55:8  “For my thoughts are not your thoughts, neither are your ways my ways, saith the LORD.”
I didn’t know my future but I did know my present state, it was not very good.  I was heartbroken, sad and I had a lot of resistance to accept.  I had to trust in his word to make the impossible, possible. Luke 18:27 “And he said, the things which are impossible with men are possible with God.”  I was having a battle with in myself … I was struggling to do things God’s way.  I thought I was crazy, the struggle to be good but at the same time I wanted to be defiant, and do whatever I needed to do to please myself.  It was a battle within me to keep it together, I knew the difference between Godly and worldly behavior but it was still a battle spiritually to behave differently from those in the world.   Ephesians 6:12 “For we wrestle not against flesh and blood, but against principalities, against powers, against the rulers of the darkness of this world, against spiritual wickedness in high places.”
The Lord laid this scripture in my heart and I began to change my way of praying. Romans 12:2 “And be not conformed to this world: but be ye transformed by the renewing of your mind, that ye may prove what is that good, and acceptable, and perfect, will of God.”  I had to pray for his will and not mine.  It didn’t matter what I felt or wanted.  God had laid out a plan for me, I had to be obedient and go thru what he had for me in order to glorify him.  2 Corinthians 4:15 “For all things are for your sakes, that the abundant grace might through the thanksgiving of many redound to the glory of God.”  John 9:31(Amplified) “We know that God does not listen to sinners; but if anyone is God-fearing and a worshiper of Him and does His will, He listens to him.”
My life and my suffering is nothing compared to what our Lord Jesus Christ went thru.  There’s no comparison to God’s pain and the Lord’s suffering.   It was a revelation for me and I was ashamed to be so small minded.  He was revealing so much I wanted to be obedient no matter what.  I prayed to be kept sane and optimistic to my surrounding and to those around me.  For my eyes to be open to see what he wanted me to see and for love towards those I felt were my enemies.  Matthew 5:44 (Amplified) “But I tell you, Love your enemies and pray for those who persecute you.”   Ephesians 1:17-18 “That the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of glory, may give unto you the spirit of wisdom and revelation in the knowledge of him: The eyes of your understanding being enlightened; that ye may know what is the hope of his calling, and what the riches of the glory of his inheritance in the saints.”
He kept saying “the child is his”.  I prayed for strength, the ability to endure what was coming, love for the child and forgiveness towards the mother. 2 Corinthians 2:10-11 (Amplified) “If you forgive anyone anything, I too forgive that one; and what I have forgiven, if I have forgiven anything, has been for your sakes in the presence [and with the approval] of Christ (the Messiah), To keep Satan from getting the advantage over us; for we are not ignorant of his wiles and intentions.”
My husband had said to me that she was heading to the doctors to find out the sex of the baby.  I remember the sudden pain in my heart, the fear rushed back in, and the frustration that I couldn’t control anything.  I remember vividly, praying if the child had to be his, “PLEASE Dear God, have it be a girl”.  Psalm 4 “Hear me when I call, O God of my righteousness: thou hast enlarged me when I was in distress; have mercy upon me, and hear my prayer.” My husband didn’t have a son and it would have been devastating if she gave it to him. It would have broken me but I continued to pray that his will be done and not mine.  Matthew 6:10 “Thy kingdom come, Thy will be done in earth, as it is in heaven.”
I couldn’t understand what was happening. Job 37:5 “God's voice thunders in marvelous ways; he does great things beyond our understanding.”  I found myself praying all the time especially prayed for strength and healing. Psalm 6:2 “Have mercy upon me, O LORD; for I am weak: O LORD, heal me; for my bones are vexed”   I prayed for trust in him and peace with the outcome.  I was praying to the Lord to ease up on me the enemy was attacking me viciously. Psalm 7 “ O LORD my God, in thee do I put my trust: save me from all them that persecute me, and deliver me:”  The good news came the baby was a girl.  I praised the Lord left and right … I was happy, amazed and thankful. He blew me away by his mercy and grace.  Psalm 9:2-3  “I will be glad and rejoice in thee: I will sing praise to thy name, O thou most High. When mine enemies are turned back, they shall fall and perish at thy presence. For he listen to my cries and answered my prayers.  Psalm 6:9 “The LORD hath heard my supplication; the LORD will receive my prayer.”
He always answers, you may not like his answer or choose to accept his answer but he always answers.  His answer to my prayer happened to be in my favor.  My husband looked at me puzzled and was clueless to my joy.  He is amazing.  He changed my heart around and I grew to love the child over time; he made it possible for me to have a relationship with the child as if she was my own. He continues the work, the mother and I have communicated leaving my husband out… GOD IS FAITHFUL. 1 Thessalonians 5:24 “Faithful is he that calleth you, who also will do it.”
The blessing didn’t stop there.  Before all of this had happened my husband and I wanted to have another child.  I had two children already, one from a previous relationship and one with him, both girls.  When we found ourselves in trouble, I dismissed the idea of another child.  He already had his two so why would I give him another.  
I was resentful and thought he didn’t want another child, but I was wrong.  He did want to have another baby (with me).  Regardless of his child on the way, he still wanted to have another child with me. It meant a great deal to me.  
The Lord softened my heart and I yielded to his ways.  We conceived when his daughter was 9 months old. Crazy, right?  At eleven weeks I discovered I was having twins. He abundantly gives gifts without rhyme or reason.  I cried and laughed … it was difficult to contain myself.  I could not believe the blessings. I was the happiest woman alive and loving GOD every minute.    
Me, twins!  I was truly, truly happy…. with no worry at all, such peace and joy came over me I told everyone of my blessings, my gifts from the Lord. 
Sixteen weeks pregnant, and I received the news they were boys.  He gave me boys… NOT one but two!  I wanted to have a baby boy but two was unimaginable.  Never in my wildest dreams did I think I would have twins. Even better he made them identical; he split the egg in two.  They are exactly alike.  There is no scientific explanation for this, God made it so.  I thank him with all that I have and all that I am for those babies… They are the LOVE OF MY LIFE…  I cannot put in words how wonderful I felt, how much in love I was with him and how amazing he is.  Proverbs 30:18 (NIV) "There are three things that are too amazing for me, four that I do not understand:”
For your information (for those that truly know me) know that I never wanted to have children. He has blessed me with five.  He showed me how small my way of thinking was. 
He blessed me so much; in my heart those boys are truly a reward from him just for enduring, being obedient, staying the course he laid out for me. 
1 Corinthians 1:4-8 (Amplified) 
“I thank my God at all times for you because of the grace (the favor and spiritual blessing) of God which was bestowed on you in Christ Jesus, [So] that in Him in every respect you were enriched, in full power and readiness of speech [to speak of your faith] and complete knowledge and illumination [to give you full insight into its meaning]. In this way [our] witnessing concerning Christ (the Messiah) was so confirmed and established and made sure in you That you are not [consciously] falling behind or lacking in any special spiritual endowment or Christian grace [the reception of which is due to the power of divine grace operating in your souls by the Holy Spirit], while you wait and watch [constantly living in hope] for the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ and [His] being made visible to all. And He will establish you to the end [keep you steadfast, give you strength, and guarantee your vindication; He will be your warrant against all accusation or indictment so that you will be] guiltless and irreproachable in the day of our Lord Jesus Christ (the Messiah).”
Hebrews 12:1 “Wherefore seeing we also are compassed about with so great a cloud of witnesses, let us lay aside every weight, and the sin which doth so easily beset us, and let us run with patience the race that is set before us.”,

We now have five beautiful children.  Three girls and two boys… My step daughter is a big part of our lives, everyone knows of her.  To tell you the truth God made it so that she can even pass for my child.  She is dark hair and light skin, brown eyes like me.  No one could tell that she isn’t mine.   He is funny… He is great.  
He has taught me so much.  I pray for his will be done over my life regardless of what it is.  I will accept his answer even if it grieves me. It may not be the answer I want to hear but it is his answer that is final and we can choose to accept or not, trust in him or not, live by his commandments or not, to live by faith and not by sight, for he has predestined our path. Ephesians 1:11 “ In whom also we have obtained an inheritance, being predestinated according to the purpose of him who worketh all things after the counsel of his own will.” 
2 Corinthians 5:7  "For we walk by faith, not by sight."
Leviticus 18:5   “Ye shall therefore keep my statutes, and my judgments: which if a man do, he shall live in them: I am the LORD.”
