A change occurred when I became saved but I didn’t realize the magnitude of the change to come.

God doesn’t fall short of anything, He is perfect, faithful, forgiving, love, his words are truth, and he’s the same always.

Matthew 5:48:

   48Be ye therefore perfect, even as your Father which is in heaven is perfect

Deuteronomy 7:9:

   9Know therefore that the LORD thy God, he is God, the faithful God,

Numbers 14:18:

   18The LORD is longsuffering, and of great mercy, forgiving iniquity and transgression

1 John 4:7:

   7Beloved, let us love one another: for love is of God; and every one that loveth is born of God, and knoweth God

John 17:17:

   17Sanctify them through thy truth: thy word is truth.

Hebrews 13:8:

   8Jesus Christ the same yesterday, and to day, and for ever.

He is the ultimate mate to fall in love with.  He is my savior, father, master.  I don’t deserve anything he gives but despite it all he showers me with blessing.  I never experience love like his, nothing compares to him.  He fills me with peace, security, and comfort when I ask, when I stay focused on him.  He brings to remembrance how he sustained me thru my valley of the shadow of death.  The night he came to my rescue.

Psalm 23:4: AMPLIFIED
4Yes, though I walk through the [deep, sunless] valley of the shadow of death, I will fear or dread no evil, for You are with me; Your rod [to protect] and Your staff [to guide], they comfort me.

In such a short time span I cried profusely, with such alive, real emotions; sobbing, anguished, body ached, crying to the point that I was delirious. I could not control my crying or my heart from pain.

What could I have done?  I embraced it and felt the pain.  People say “Time heals all heartbreak”, but they don’t say how much time. Does it last a few days, weeks, months, years?  How much pain is a human being able to endure? In my opinion, time does not heal heartbreak.   How much time is enough time to grieve, to go thru the motions, to feel sorry for you?

Luke 4:18:

   18The Spirit of the Lord is upon me, because he hath anointed me to preach the gospel to the poor; he hath sent me to heal the brokenhearted, to preach deliverance to the captives, and recovering of sight to the blind, to set at liberty them that are bruised,

Isaiah 57:18-19:

   18I have seen his ways, and will heal him: I will lead him also, and restore comforts unto him and to his mourners. 

   19I create the fruit of the lips; Peace, peace to him that is far off, and to him that is near, saith the LORD; and I will heal him.

Jeremiah 30:17:

   17For I will restore health unto thee, and I will heal thee of thy wounds, saith the LORD

Do you avoid your circumstances due to the intensity of the pain or do you face it head on?  In my experience I have faced my distress head on.  I wasn’t going to wait till later to feel pain; I wanted to initiate the healing process - the sooner the better.  I cried when needed, I sat in silence and felt all the emotions, truly studied and examined my self.  The Lord brought to my attention so many revelations.  I embrace every heart beat, breath, sigh, I let go of my fears to the Lord, withstood the enemy’s attacks. I was so alive it was all so real!

Hebrews 13:6: AMPLIFIED 
6So we take comfort and are encouraged and confidently and boldly say, The Lord is my Helper; I will not be seized with alarm [I will not fear or dread or be terrified]. What can man do to me?

Proverbs 3:25:

   25Be not afraid of sudden fear, neither of the desolation of the wicked, when it cometh

Psalm 64

   1Hear my voice, O God, in my prayer: preserve my life from fear of the enemy.

2 Timothy 1:7:

   7For God hath not given us the spirit of fear; but of power, and of love, and of a sound mind.

I confessed to my Lord my biggest fear “abandonment”.  I was in an unstable relationship which in the midst of many fights I was accustomed to being left.  Even though he always returned I was always left with almost every fight we had.  It changed one night; the beginning of my life began to take place, (God’s timing).  With in two months of being alone the Lord Jesus Christ heard my cries.  He saved me from everything that I needed to be saved from.  The Holy Spirit now dwelled in me from which he directed my course of action.

Romans 8:9: AMPLIFIED
9But you are not living the life of the flesh, you are living the life of the Spirit, if the [Holy] Spirit of God [really] dwells within you [directs and controls you]. But if anyone does not possess the [Holy] Spirit of Christ, he is none of His [he does not belong to Christ, is not truly a child of God]

1 John 4:13:

   13Hereby know we that we dwell in him, and he in us, because he hath given us of his Spirit.

Every chance I got, I dedicated it to reading his Word.  Through the many bibles I bought I fed my hunger to know who saved me and to learn how to express my love, dedication and thankfulness, to learn my new way of life, to become Christ like.

I fell in love with God; I read he would never abandon me for he is with me at all times. 

Hebrews 13:5:   …I will never leave thee, nor forsake thee.
No matter what! He will never turn his back on me.  I felt secure for the first time in my life.

When he returned my husband, I was skeptical to receive him.  To be honest I didn’t want him back not because of what he did or the pain he caused but because he was going to be a distraction from my Lord.  I didn’t want my husband to interfere or hindered my relationship with God, since for a long time my husband was my idol. 

“Is ok, you don’t have to bring him back, I’m ok now”, I told the Lord.  “You are enough”.  

As always, God knows best and my husband was back.  The real deal was in my relationship with my husband.  I prayed, “I will do anything for you” So the work began, change was inevitable.

The Lord asked series of question in which a couple hit home. 

1. Are you going to forgive him in the same manner I forgave you?

2. Are you going to love him as I love you?

3. How obedient are you to endure your pain just as Christ endured his? 

4. Are you looking for self gratification or my glory?

Psalm 86:5: Amplified
5For You, O Lord, are good, and ready to forgive [our trespasses, sending them away, letting them go completely and forever];

1 John 4:8: Amplified
8He who does not love has not become acquainted with God [does not and never did know Him], for God is love.

2 Corinthians 2:9: Amplified
9For this was my purpose in writing you, to test your attitude and see if you would stand the test, whether you are obedient and altogether agreeable [to following my orders] in everything.
Romans 15:7: Amplified
7Welcome and receive [to your hearts] one another, then, even as Christ has welcomed and received you, for the glory of God

Romans 8:17: Amplified
17And if we are [His] children, then we are [His] heirs also: heirs of God and fellow heirs with Christ [sharing His inheritance with Him]; only we must share His suffering if we are to share His glory.
Change had begun since I was willing to do as he commands. The old me wouldn’t have considered it.  My husband witnessed to the change; it was God’s plan to keep him around. The Lord laid out our path which we needed to take.  He was in the midst of the both of us sustaining us together but only I knew he was there.  

Psalm 55:22: Amplified
22Cast your burden on the Lord [releasing the weight of it] and He will sustain you; He will never allow the [consistently] righteous to be moved (made to slip, fall, or fail).

In response to what was happening “It will be ok”, where the words that came out of my mouth towards my husband   “No it won’t”, he replied dishearteningly.

Obedience to the Lord takes much willingness. Obedience is what you strive to become when you love so much.  “TRUST ME” the Lord replied.  Two simple words with such a profound meaning - trust in God despite what you’re in.

Nahum 1:7:
7The Lord is good, a Strength and Stronghold in the day of trouble; He knows (recognizes, has knowledge of, and understands) those who take refuge and trust in Him

Psalm 118:8:
8It is better to trust and take refuge in the Lord than to put confidence in man.

God was positioning all the changes to come. I welcomed a few changes easily and a lot of them with a struggle.  Much strength was needed, not of my own but of Christ.  I can not do anything apart from him.  He dealt with my husband and me individually in his manner. The situation at hand was bigger than us.

Sometimes you find yourself opposing to change.  Especially when you are in the middle of yourself (upset, angry, afraid, frustrated, sad) you can’t see change, outward and inward change seems so far fetch.

He won’t give us more that we can bare and when faced with trials, change is what you must embrace when you become a child of God.

1 Corinthians 15:51, 57
51Take notice! I tell you a mystery (a secret truth, an event decreed by the hidden purpose or counsel of God). We shall not all fall asleep [in death], but we shall all be changed (transformed).
