I came to realize a truth about me that I didn’t want to admit.  I had wondered why I continuously wrestled with a part of my life that I thought I should have been over by now.  I believed I had step back and gave my worries to God but come to find out, through anxiety and tears I didn’t. 

As I pray, the Lord continues to supply me with Godly wisdom, examines my heart and with a gentle and unyielding approach corrects me.   He never fails to provide the answers to my prayers. I’m so grateful. 
  Psalm 139:23-24:
23Search me [thoroughly], O God, and know my heart! Try me and know my thoughts! 

    24And see if there is any wicked or hurtful way in me, and lead me in the way everlasting.

Proverbs 14:6: AMP
6A scoffer seeks Wisdom in vain [for his very attitude blinds and deafens him to it], but knowledge is easy to him who [being teachable] understands.

Proverbs 2:6-7:
6For the Lord gives skillful and godly Wisdom; from His mouth come knowledge and understanding.     7He hides away sound and godly Wisdom and stores it for the righteous (those who are upright and in right standing with Him); He is a shield to those who walk uprightly and in integrity,

Matthew 7:8:   8For every one that asketh receiveth; and he that seeketh findeth; and to him that knocketh it shall be opened.

Matthew 21:22:   22And all things, whatsoever ye shall ask in prayer, believing, ye shall receive.

I brought an issue to my husband attention (believing he was in the wrong).  I’d hoped of a break through and a resolution on his part, but that wasn’t the case at all.  I wanted changes, comfort and reassurance but without providing any on my part and or let alone from God.  
I was aware that God was bringing me to the next level of my relationship with him but I kept resisting. I had interfered with God’s work and prolong (hindered) my growth due to my lack of trust.  I had misplaced whom I did not trust. It wasn’t until my husband clearly pointed it out.  I did not trust him (my husband) and God, which the Lord had me admit.  

Trust, control and submission towards God and my husband was where the problem laid. I was sabotaging my life with my controlling behaviors over my husband’s life and interfering in Gods plans.  I was stagnant wondering why nothing was being done.   I kept feeling out of place, as if something was wrong, I was unable to be joyous, content with myself, husband, and my current life.   
I entertained the enemy’s comments which he played on heavy with my insecurities.  I kept meddling in my husband’s personal business.  I was searching for evidence to support the enemy’s feedback. I was mad woman, I became sneaky and very suspicious of everything.   The enemy had me looking for heart ache, trouble, drama.  I was under the impression (from the enemy) that I had justifiable reasons to continue doing what I was doing but I didn’t.  I had developed a very fearful, very insecure, doubtful spirit and I allow the enemy’s lies to control my thoughts, behaviors, feelings, actions, reactions, anything and everything. I stopped focusing on the LORD.   

Luke 10:41-43: AMP
41But the Lord replied to her by saying, Martha, Martha, you are anxious and troubled about many things; 

    42There is need of only one or but [a]a few things. Mary has chosen the good portion [[b]that which is to her advantage], which shall not be taken away from her.

2 Timothy 1:7: AMP
7For God did not give us a spirit of timidity (of cowardice, of craven and cringing and fawning fear), but [He has given us a spirit] of power and of love and of calm and well-balanced mind and discipline and self-control.

I felt that I had to take actions in some areas of my life pertaining to my husband to prevent myself from any more pain.  I was convinced that I had my share of heart aches and I had the right to control some things.  Until I realized the damage I was creating towards myself, marriage and most importantly my relationship with God. I was not behaving as woman that studies the Word.     
2 Timothy 2:15:

   15Study to shew thyself approved unto God, a workman that needeth not to be ashamed, rightly dividing the word of truth.

There’s nothing I need to search for, to be in fear of, to be insecure, to have a restlessness spirit.  If - I trusted God with all of my heart and not with my own understanding, seek him in all that I do and he will direct my path.  Proverbs 3:5-6:
So what was happening – What was I doing?

For I need not to be afraid for The Lord is with me he is my God, no need to be dismayed for he will uplift me with his righteous hand.  
Isaiah 41:10: AMP
10Fear not [there is nothing to fear], for I am with you; do not look around you in terror and be dismayed, for I am your God. I will strengthen and harden you to difficulties, yes, I will help you; yes, I will hold you up and retain you with My [victorious] right hand of rightness and justice.(A)
Matthew 6:34: AMP
34So do not worry or be anxious about tomorrow, for tomorrow will have worries and anxieties of its own. Sufficient for each day is its own trouble. 
The knowledge and wisdom he gives me is so abundantly and wonderfully overwhelming. I’m so grateful.  When everything else fails the truth of the matter is God is merciful, gracious and compassionate. 

Lamentations 3:19-26: AMP
19[O Lord] remember [earnestly] my affliction and my misery, my wandering and my outcast state, the wormwood and the gall. 

    20My soul has them continually in remembrance and is bowed down within me. 

    21But this I recall and therefore have I hope and expectation: 

    22It is because of the Lord's mercy and loving-kindness that we are not consumed, because His [tender] compassions fail not.(A) 

    23They are new every morning; great and abundant is Your stability and faithfulness.(B) 

    24The Lord is my portion or share, says my living being (my inner self); therefore will I hope in Him and wait expectantly for Him.(C) 

    25The Lord is good to those who wait hopefully and expectantly for Him, to those who seek Him [inquire of and for Him and require Him by right of necessity and on the authority of God's word]. 

    26It is good that one should hope in and wait quietly for the salvation (the safety and ease) of the Lord.

I had a friend bring something to my attention.  She stated that I had to make a choice (all the while she had no knowledge of my state of being) who says “GOD does not speak”.    I have to admit I didn’t know what choice I needed to make.  It wasn’t until the Lord used my husband to give me the answer.  
Psalm 62:8:

I had to make a choice to Trust my husband but more importantly I had to commit to choose to Trust GOD. 

I inadvertently chosen not trust God in some areas of my life.  I was not patient and kept making a mess of things the more I interfered with what God was doing or not doing in my case. Even when he brought me to scripture 

Psalm 27:14:

   14Wait on the LORD: be of good courage, and he shall strengthen thine heart: wait, I say, on the LORD.

I kept on with my behavior. I kept justifying my actions, my thoughts, my reasons while all the more I was becoming a bitter, fearful, very insecure and sad woman. I was ashamed of myself.  I had created persona which my husband perceive as low character.   
2 Corinthians 10:5: AMP
5[Inasmuch as we] refute arguments and theories and reasonings and every proud and lofty thing that sets itself up against the [true] knowledge of God; and we lead every thought and purpose away captive into the obedience of Christ (the Messiah, the Anointed One),

I decided to trust God with all aspects of my life and chose to focus on God especially at times when he enemy relentlessly was invading my thoughts with everything opposite from the truth God.  I chose to stop my destructive behaviors towards myself and my husband.   I want to glorify God with my marriage and everything else he may have for me I knew now that the ball was in my court and instead of looking at my husband’s faults I needed to look at my own.  God brought them to head. I had to willing let the Lord set me straight.  I experienced genuine repentance for my past sins.  The Lord revealed and had me understand that my past ungodly decision created consequences which I had to face and press through in my present state of life.  I had reaped what I had sowed and it was my time to carry my cross. I confessed, God forgave me, gave me peace, truth and strength to keep it moving. He had mercy on me showered me with grace. 
Matthew 7:5: AMP
5You hypocrite, first get the beam of timber out of your own eye, and then you will see clearly to take the tiny particle out of your brother's eye.

Proverbs 3:11:

   11My son, despise not the chastening of the LORD; neither be weary of his correction:

8Bring forth fruit that is consistent with repentance [let your lives prove your change of heart]; 

   2 Timothy 2:25:AMP
25He must correct his opponents with courtesy and gentleness, in the hope that God may grant that they will repent and come to know the Truth [that they will perceive and recognize and become accurately acquainted with and acknowledge it],

Galatians 6:7: AMP
7Do not be deceived and deluded and misled; God will not allow Himself to be sneered at (scorned, disdained, or mocked [a]by mere pretensions or professions, or by His precepts being set aside.) [He inevitably deludes himself who attempts to delude God.] For whatever a man sows, that and [b]that only is what he will reap.
